How many times have you been told in the last week that there was something in your immediate
future which was going to be life altering? Movie trailers, pain relievers, book reviews, even a
magazine article promised me that they were all going to change my life. And that was just in the
past week.

Part of it's just timing—television series are doing season finales. Evidently, they are all going to
be permanently etched on my retina somehow. I hate to think that when I'm dying & my life flashes
before me, I'm going to get reruns of USA original programming & Super Bowls with roman numerals &
clever beer commercials.

One of the shows promised that their finale would be the hour people would be talking about all
summer! All summer? Are there really people out there who spend their summers reliving the season
finale of their favorite television show?

I can see it: a middle-aged couple, sitting on a porch swing as evening comes on, sipping sun tea
from their Libby glasses.

Him: "That really was quite the final episode last May, wasn't i+2”

Her: "Buck, that was two and a half months ago! Don't you think tonight we might talk about—oh, I
don't know...maybe the kids. Maybelle's getting married on Labor Day weekend, remember?”

Him: "Yep. But there probably won't be a sniper like there was on that show, will there?”

Her: "Well, I'm kind of hoping not. Then again, it might be okay if he was able to get a clear shot
at that soloist. Kansas will never be as flat as she was when she sang at Claudine's wedding
last spring.”

Him: "So0, who do YOU think got whacked in the shoot out in the warehouse?”

Her: "Buck! You'll find out in September! In the meanwhile, I have to come up with a punch that
will complement a turquoise & brown color scheme! I'm thinking maybe Nestles Quick, ginger
ale & some kind of blue/green sherbet. How do you think that would taste?

They were all calls
to change—to expand the borders of our existences to overlap the edges of the Kingdom of God: not
random changes, but a change in His direction and for His purpose.
