LIFE INCOME AGREEMENTS

Life income agreements are available for people
who want to make an irrevocable gift that will bene
fit an ELCA ministry after their death, while retai
ing an income interest during life or for a spemifi
number of years. The ELCA Foundation adminis-
ters a wide variety of such life income agreements
that are in compliance with federal laws and state
regulations that govern the issuance and administra
tion of these agreements.

Life Income Agreements ultimately benefit the
ELCA ministry, or ministries, of your choice. Op-
tions include:

Charitable Gift Annuities, which make gifts of
cash or securities and receive annuity payments
for one or two individuals for life.

Deferred Payment Charitable Gift Annuities, a
variation of charitable gift annuities, but with
annuity payments deferred to a future start date.

Charitable Remainder Unitrusts, which make a
substantial gift of cash, securities, real estate,

fair market value of the trust.

Charitable Remainder Annuity Trusts, which

make a substantial gift of cash, securities, etc. t
an annuity trust and receive a fixed income de-
termined by a percentage of the initial market
value of the trust assets.

Testamentary Charitable Remainder Unitrusts,

identical to charitable remainder trusts, except
that they are established to provide for loved
ones after your death, with funds from your es-
tate or qualified retirement plan. (Funding with
a qualified retirement plan provides some tax
benefits.)

College Option Charitable Gift Annuities, by

which you select a date for payments to begin
(usually when the beneficiary is ready to start
college). College Option payments are made for
four years a specified number of years, usually
four, after which the annuity ceases and the re-
maining funds are distributed to the ELCA min-
istry you have specified.
